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IDENTITY AS A CONCEPT OF MODERN LINGUISTIC AND INTERDISCIPLINARY
PARADIGM

Abstract. The article focuses on the existing theories of identity in the linguistic and
interdisciplinary framework of critical discourse analysis and its post-structuralist version,
conversation analysis, i.e. membership categorization analysis, and the narrative positioning of
subjects in interaction.

The paper aims at analyzing the sociological and psychological theories of identity
through the lens of proper linguistic approaches to the study of this phenomenon.

Three levels of subject positioning influencing identity formation have been identified, i.e.
the positioning of characters in a particular "possible world" of a story; identities-in-interaction
or ‘identity-in-talk’ positioning, which correlates with the "local" identity in "here and now"
interactions; positioning in relation to "basic" narratives, macro-cultural scenarios or dominant
discourses, that is, "self-concept" construction in relation to macro social structures.

At the level of local interactions, identity is studied by ethnomethodology and conversation
analysis in the framework of membership categorization device, introduced by H. Sacks. The
concept of identity as a variable category in the structure of particular rules of change is
consistent with E. Hoffman's dramatic approach and the role-identity theory. Certain
correlations have also been identified between interaction-dependent operative and relational
identities and psychologically-bound personal identity, as well as between Sacks's categorical
identities, and social and collective identities.

The criterion of differentiation of collective and social identities on the basis of exogenous
and endogenous attitudes has been offered. Based on the understanding of the role as the
person's internalization of different components of his / her identity, it is concluded that role
identity is the operational unit of all other types of identity, while playing his / her social roles
(personal images) in different groups. Social roles’ reproduction in communicative roles
corresponds to the process of iconic reflection of the structures of the social order by the
structures of speech exchange.

Another level of identity construction, namely in the framework of dominant discourses and
/ or "basic" sociocultural scenarios, is relevant to scientific research in the field of critical
discourse analysis and the theory of subject positioning in spoken narratives.

The prospect of further research is to explore the types of identities in different discursive
genres.
