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Changes in the natural environment and its destruction are taking alarming proportions every year. That is why conservations to which  belong artificial parks, including park-monuments of landscape art play a significant role in the conservation of rare species of plants and at the same time they are recreation places. The preservation of plants much depends on the territory organisation of the park-monument of landscape art. 
In 2016-2017 during the conducted research, the routing method was applied. The processing of herbarium material was carrid out and the survey of scientific works on this subject was done. The check if the species are under protection according to the Red List of International Union for conservation of nature, Bern Convention, European Red List and Red Book of Ukraine has been determined.
The features of the creation of the manor have been analysed and the history of the development of the park-monument of landscape art "Kopylovskiy" has been studied. The prospects of further development of the park-monument of landscape art "Kopylovskiy" have been defined. 
The composition and dimensions of the manor parks of the late XIX-early XX centuries were different, but all the parks had compulsory components, among them a flower garden, a walkway, a pond, an arbour, a fountain and a pavilion (an orangery, a grotto, a workshop). 
The park-monument of landscape art "Kopylovskiy" is a landscape park, which was created on wasteland. The uniqueness of the manor of Baron N. fon Mecc is that it gives us the oportunity to imagine the planning structure of the manor of the nobility of the late XIX-early XX centuries. 
The park-monument of landscape art "Kopylovskiy" is one of the valuable units of natural reserve territories of Ukraine. On its territory grow 40 species of woody plants and one cultivar which belong to 29 genera and 20 families. Deciduous autochthonous tree species dominate there. In the park-monument of landscape art "Kopylovskiy" in general grow 37 species of deciduous plants and only three species and one cultivar of conifers. The greatest number of genera are represented by family: Rosaceae (five genera), somewhat less - Oleaceae (three genera). Families Salicaceae and Oleaceae have the greatest number of species: six and four respectively. Genera Tilia, Populus, and Salix have three representatives. 
Among woody plants there are plants that are more than one hundred years old: (Acer platanoides L., Tilia cordata Mill.,  Ulmus glabra Huds., Fraxinus exelsior L., Picea abies (L.) Karst., Celtis occidentalis L., Ulmus laevis Pall.) The basis of park plants is autochthonous species of woody plants (60%). Exotic species (40%) are represented by groups, hedges and by single species.Seven species of woody plants (18%): Thuja occidentalis L., Picea abies (L.) Karst., Betula pendula Roth., Quercus robur L., Tilia platyphyllos Scop., Euonymus verrucosus Scop., Robinia pseudoacacia L belonging to the low-risk group are under the protection of the Red List of International Union for conservation of nature.
In the western part of the Park-monument of landscape art "Kopylovskiy"  grows Vinca minor L, in the southern part - Allium ursinum L which is in the Red Book of Ukraine.
The park-monument of landscape art "Kopylovskiy" has the following types of plantations: an alley with Picea abies (L.) Karst., Tilia cordata Mill., Tilia platyphyllos Scop., Aesculus hippocastanum L.,a grove with Betula pendula Roth., groups of trees including the old-aged woody plants Picea abies (L.) Karst., Fraxinus exelsior L., Populus alba L., Ulmus glabra Huds., Ulmus laevis Pall., Betula pendula Roth., Robinia pseudoacacia L., Acer platanoides L.,  Celtis occidentalis L.; ordinary plantingwith Crataegus sanguinea Pall., Fraxinus exelsior .
The most part of woody plants (Fraxinus exelsior L., Ulmus glabra Huds., Ulmus laevis Pall., Tilia cordata Mill., Acer platanoides L., Robinia pseudoacacia L., Populus alba L.) is in unsatisfactory condition, especially the old-aged ones, because of the damage Viscum album L.
The territory with three objects having historical and cultural value is found in the park-monument of landscape art "Kopylovskiy". Among them are the house of the family von Meck as a model of outdoor construction of  wealthy nobles of the second half of the XIX century, the pavilion of the family von Meck (the foundation); the fraternal cemetery and valuable man-made landscape areas and plantings ( old-aged Acer platanoides L.; groups of old-aged Celtis occidentalis L.; Ulmus glabra Huds., Ulmus laevis Pall.; alleys of old-aged Tilia cordata Mill.; Picea abies (L.) Karst.; Acer platanoides L., Fraxinus exelsior L.; dendrarities Robinia pseudoacacia L.). Scientific, historical, educational, health-recreational, environmental, aesthetic, ethical (moral)) values of park-monument of landscape art "Kopylovskiy"." are emphasized.
The territory organization of the park-monument of landscape art "Kopylovskiy" has been analysed; the taxonomic composition of woody plants, and the habitats of dendrarities have been specified. The following functional zoning of the territory has been proposed: conservation (5% of the total area); scientific (15%); exhibition (75%); administrative (5%). It has been proposed to to install information boards on the route of the ecological path, to create resting places and to install benches.
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
