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BOGOYAVLENSKA SCHOOL FOR PRACTICAL AGRICULTURE
(1790-1797)
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We highlighted the time of the founding institutions of a new type – Bohoyavlensky School of practical farming.

Bohoyavlensk, Afonin, Livanov, agriculture, school.

Ukraine has always been a center of education and research in Eastern Europe. The origins of medical affairs start a school "dad" and "Aesculapius" Tripoli culture period, when schools took 3-4 students aged 12-13 years. This principle has remained in the nineteenth century when students have been attracted to the schools or Kyiv-Mohyla Academy [1, 2].

The first school of practical farming was a school in the Bogoyavlenske village (Korabelnyy region of Mykolaiv nowdays). Prince H.O.Potomkin started this school in 1790 Prince for peasant settlers. Prominent professors took care of the school organization - the first Russian professor of agricultural sciences and professors of agriculture M.I.Afonin and M.E.Livanov. Last one headed the school.

For a brief time a variety of tree species was delivered to Bogoyavlenske’s school for acclimatization and further dilution. There were delivered 13450 fruit trees and bushes from Yelisavetgrada and Novomyrgorod.

The chief commander of the Black Sea Fleet and Ports Admiral N.S.Mordvinov wrote about the achievements of the school (1792). "In the village (Bogoyavlenske) an agriculture school started. Earth processed  by tools made by mechanic rules, where with the greatest effect produced with the least effort. All parts of science learned by practical experience belonging to the Admiralty, by professor Livanov and three adjutants ... "[9].

The school worked for seven years and was transferred to the Charlevo village with the same name (a suburb of St. Petersburg), which existed until 1803. Bogoyavlenska School became the basis for course in agronomy newly established universities.
