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MORPHOLOGY OF BIOLOGICALLY ACTIVE POINTS OF CATTLE AND ITS STIMULATION BEFORE INSEMINATION
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Stimulation of sexual function before insemination with hormonal and other bi-ologically active agents can lead to a breach of the hormonal status of the animals, as well as reduce the quality characteristics of milk and meat. In this connection re-quires fundamentally new methods of correction of reproductive function of cows, en-suring efficiency, safety, environmental friendliness, low cost and availability of their practical implementation.

Acupressure points, Merkel cells, Meissner's corpuscles, Vater-Pacini corpuscles, electroacupuncture stimulation, reproductive function, insemina-tion.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The main cause of cows’ reproductive system damage is expending the service period associated with poor performance of insemination and late period of involution of the uterus. Latency insemination is most often associated with a pathological condition of cows’ genital. The lack of a stage of excitation in 3-4 weeks after birth or futile insemination with low intensity hunting and other violations of the sexual cycle, which entails significant economic costs.

BAT Lum.v.sag. - 13 is projected on the sagittal line of the body, between the spinous process of the last lumbar vertebra and the sacrum.

BAT Sac.v.sag. - 6, is located on the sagittal line of the body, between the last sacral and first fixed caudal vertebrae.

BAT Caud.v. sag. - 1, is projected on the sagittal line of the body between the first and second fixed caudal vertebrae.

BAT Caud.v. sag. - 2 is located on the sagittal line between the second fixed and third movable tail vertebrae.

BAT Caud.v. sag. - 3 projected on the sagittal line of the body between the third and fourth caudal vertebrae.

BAT Crista iliaca, located in the center of the iliac crest. 

BAT Os ilium, projected at a distance of three widths of fingers (About 6 cm) from the front edge of the ilium caudally [1, 3].
