TO THE ISSUE OF SUGAR BEET AND SUGAR PRODUCERS’ ASSOCIATIONS FUNCTIONING

Investigated is the issue of sugar beet producers functioning according to organizational and legal forms of entities, including large agricultural companies. Determined are the main positive and a number of negative phenomena and trends in the functioning of agricultural holdings, which become an obstacle in the development of the agricultural sector in general and social development of rural areas in particular. It is noted, that agricultural holdings have already exhausted themselves and must leave the stage. The necessity of decreasing negative impact on the sugar market by oligopolistic structures in the form of agricultural holdings and other large owners is stressed; need for developing of farming, which under favorable conditions in Ukraine will improve the efficiency of agricultural production, including sugar beet is pointed out.
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The most positive phenomena in functioning of agricultural holdings are:

concentration of production of agricultural goods, including the sugar beets, in large economies;

appliance of leading technologies of growing and collecting of agricultural crops mainly on the basis of foreign seed, technique and chemical plants of defense, that gives the possibility to increase their level of productivity;

access to the world markets of agrarian products and conquest on him the leading positions for the export of grain, sunflower, rapes;

certain expansion of workplaces quantity for the employable population, especially on the processing enterprises;

increase of money income to the state budget, including in foreign currency;

some improvement of infrastructure of villages and settlements;

other inherent to agricultural holdings descriptions [1, p. 74].

Between that, activity of agricultural holdings is accompanied by the row of the negative phenomena and trends that become a brake in the development of agrarian sector of economy in general and in social development of rural territories in particular. It’s:

practically a complete transition in industry of plant growing on foreign service that restrains development of home scientific and technical progress, particularly in agricultural engineerirg, agricultural chemistry, selection and seed growing;

general capture by the production of profitable cultures – winter wheat, corn, sunflower, rape, soy, that has already resulted the monocultures of the field crop rotations, exhaustion of grounds, the increase of quantity of weeds, illnesses and pests, especially in south regions;

refusal of overwhelming part of agricultural holdings from the production of stock-raising goods, that became a reason to liquidation of feed link in crop rotations, so sharp decrease of production of the pus, composts and other types of organic fertilizers;

the sharp worsening of socially and domestic spheres in rural locality, for example: low and irregular rent for usage the landed shares of peasants; complete inattention, despite some exceptions, to the rural roads, schools, hospitals, to the transport etc; reduction of workplaces for a rural population on the reasons of appliance the high-efficiency mechanized technologies without hand labour;

farmers exclusion from market, other shallow and middle economies, complete neglect by the necessities of individual peasant economies from till of croft lands, pasture of cattle, providing by transport etc;

braking of development of productive and consumer co-operation in a village;

the global passing on latifudiums of the South-American type that puts the agrarian sphere of Ukraine in position of raw material to the appendage to the developed highly technological foreign agricultural foods productions;

other negative consequences of activity of agricultural holdings [1, p. 75].

Consider a necessity to underline and also to support opinion of other researchers, that „most positive aspects touch the economic value of activity of agricultural holdings as businesses, and negative – socio and economic development of rural territories, standard of living of rural population and food safety of society” [1, p. 75].

It is noted, that agricultural holdings have already exhausted themselves and must leave the stage. The necessity of decreasing negative impact on the sugar market by oligopolistic structures in the form of agricultural holdings and other large owners is stressed; need for developing of farming, which under favourable conditions in Ukraine will improve the efficiency of agricultural production, including sugar beet is pointed out.
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
