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The essence and content of organizational-economic component mechanism for sustainable rural development. Rozh-lyanuto and analyzed its impact on the processes taking place in the social-but-economic life of the rural population.

Commonly, the term "rural" or "Rural region (district) [6], which corresponds to the definition of domestic concept of "rural area". The term "territory" in the etymological sense is of Latin poho-tion of the word "land". The current Land Code contains flashing-zko100 occurrences of the term "territory" and associated with this category in notions of different interpretations, but does not reveal its nature and content. Immediately natural (geographical) area, built into understanding  c. 1 of the Law of Ukraine "On the Planning and Development" April vid20 2000, under which terytoriya- the earth's surface in-Define these limits (boundaries) of the inherent geographical location, nat-dnymy and created human activity conditions and resources, as well as airspace and located beneath the subsoil [3]. In the context of This statement is substantiated VV Yurchushun that rural territo-dence, except territories as such, includes in its orbit everything that is in it in one way or some form or function is an integral [8, p. 5]. Rural areas in dilyayutsya the following components: natural (land, water, forest resur-si, atmosphere, plants and animals, minerals); eco-CNU (production sphere, the sphere of exchange and distribution, the scope of consumption); social (population settlement network, quality of life, social-frastruktura etc.); management (subjects - local self-governments-tion, government, NGOs, project, management include HN). The essential nature of these spatial structures finds its expression in the  that production and economic activity within them is a direct connection with the natural environment. The results of this action-UAH Duration, nights are largely dependent on environmental conditions and natural resource potential of each individual territory, and the land is the main by-sobom production, not always farm that lies behind-the specifics of rural areas and their local features [4, p . 6].
