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The separate aspects of the modern state of grain production of Ukraine are lighted up in the article. In particular, are analyzed gross collections of grain-growing, sowing areas, productivity. The dynamics of production of grain is considered in Ukraine, pattern of internal consumption of grain and price situation at the internal market. The basic problems of productive, organizational and economic character are outlined in the field of grain production of Ukraine.
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[bookmark: _GoBack]Grain production is an industry whose products always was, is and will be one of the most important sources of wealth of any state. Thus, it can be noted that the current state of production of grain in the Grain sector of Ukraine is a strategic direction of the economy. As the market for grain is the basis of stability of the food market, a source not only of production of bakery products, but also forage base for livestock production as well as raw materials for the processing industry. Therefore, the question of state regulation of the grain market is extremely important, especially in the context of the global food crisis.
Ukraine in 2014, given the annexation of Crimea and military operations on the territory of Donbass, gathered 64.4 million tonnes of grain. This despite the fact that in 2013, for a more stable economic and political situation, the gross grain harvest reached to 63.1 million tonnes In total cereal production is dominated by maize. In 2014 the volume of its cultivation has reached 30 million tons, up from 31 million tonnes in 2013.
The collected grain size in 2014 amounted to 14.7 million hectares, 1.1 million hectares and 7.5% less than in 2013. The difference falls on the territory of the occupied Crimea, as well as certain districts of the Donetsk and Luhansk regions, where the harvest was not possible for objective reasons.
Dynamics of production of grain in Ukraine show that the increase in the gross grain harvest in the past ten years is not due to the increase in acreage, by increasing the yield of grain crops. Therefore, we can talk about the intensification of grain production in Ukraine.
The rising cost of material and technical resources has contributed to the rise in price of grain harvest in 2014. If at the beginning of the sowing season, higher prices for fuel, fertilizer, seeds, compared with 2013 year ranged from 25 to 40%, then at the time of harvest resource supply rose in half, and in some places even more. Consequently, the growth of purchasing prices for most grains were perceived by farmers as a necessary step to stabilize grain production.
In the sphere of grain production important role for the state. In particular, the state shall regulate the grain market through the conduct of state agents in the purchase of grain from agricultural producers.
Despite the political and economic situation, Ukraine has shown stable production of grain. In the 2013-2014 marketing year, Ukraine exported 32.3 million tons of grain and in the top three of the world's largest grain exporters, ahead of only USA − 72.3 million tons and the EU − 38.5 million tons.
Confirmation of the stability of grain production in the state is the sowing campaign. According to Government statistical service, as of October 1, 2014, agrarians sowed winter crops for grain and green fodder, including rape, for the harvest of 2015 on the square a 4.24 million hectares, which is 1.5 times higher than the level of 2013. In addition, grain for grain was sown With 4 million hectares, which is 1.7 times more.
Speaking about the increase of grain production in the state, we cannot ignore the problems that accompany the process. In particular, for obtaining stable yields in Ukraine in the future, it is necessary to solve the existing problems of industrial, organisational and economic nature.
First, it requires further modernisation of the fleet (especially small farms) and the introduction of energy saving technologies. Secondly, it requires the development of infrastructure of the grain market. The increase of gross production of grain in Ukraine necessitates the expansion of warehouse facilities, which should correspond to the simultaneous storage of at least 50% of the harvest. Thirdly, the problem of modernity in the sphere of grain production is the lack of grain on the market a clear and permanent rules for business entities.
Thus, it can be noted that the modern state of grain production in Ukraine is characterized by positive trends, however, entails a number of problems. These problems can be solved with the participation of the state through further support for targeted programs. In addition, the entities through non-governmental organizations must defend their own interests.
