THEORETICAL BASES OF THE FORMATION OF AN ECOLOGICAL CULTURE OF
NATURAL SCIENCES’ FUTURE TEACHERS

Abstract. Nowadays, we see that there is an actual problem, which exists in the world. It
consists in the optimization of interaction between a man and a nature at the expense of raising the
level of the ecological culture of young people. A successful solving of ecological problems is pos-
sible with the help of providing the purposeful high-professional activity of natural sciences’ future
teachers at a secondary school and also an active holding of different events with students on the
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environmental protection.

In the theory and practice of a higher pedagogical education, considerable experience has
been accumulated, which is the basis of the formation of a system of values for future specialists in
the field of natural sciences in general and young people valuable relation to the environment in
particular. We have analyzed the views of scientists on the specificity of the formation the ecologi-
cal culture of students.

The purpose of the article is to disclose the theoretical foundations for the formation of the
ecological culture of natural sciences’ future teachers.

The formation of the ecological culture of children and young people anticipates the follow-
ing tasks: the regeneration of the best traditions of the Ukrainian people, based on the close rela-
tionship between a person and an environment; the regeneration of the spiritually-sensual under-
standing of the natural world; the formation of the ability to make responsible decisions aimed at
preserving the environment.

The article describes five interrelated components (motivational, meaningful, creatively-
active, procedural, reflexive) of students’ readiness for the formation of their ecological culture.

During the study, the environmentalization of educational subjects’ content was reflected,
which was described in the work’s programs under which the training was conducted. During clas-
ses in a higher educational institution, teachers successfully implemented an educational goal,
which anticipates a radical restructuring of thinking and behavior of students, aimed at understand-
ing the unity of the man and the nature. An important component in the process of the future
teachers’ forming the ecological culture is a field practice in natural sciences, the content of which
includes the tasks of a comprehensive study of a plant and an animal life. During these practices,
students of experimental groups had a good opportunity to consolidate the knowledge and skills
gained during the practice, gain stable research skills, and the most important thing is to feel a uni-
ty with the nature and to see the need for measures to protect it.

It was established that the teacher of natural sciences plays an important role in the imple-
mentation of an ecological education of children and young people, in their formation of observa-
tion, moral feelings, habits of behavior in the natural environment, and also an understanding of
their ecological interactions between a natural phenomena and the awareness of the need to mul-
tiply natural wealth.
