existing level; the natural conservatism of the state standard and the objective need for the con-
stant enrichment and specification of knowledge generated by the dynamism and diversity of the
current socio-economic situation; the need for a profound methodological and general theoretical
training of the teacher and the need to enhance the practical application of this training. Three lev-
els of methodological knowledge are considered: philosophical; general scientific; concrete scien-
tific. It is substantiated that the basis of the philosophical level of methodological knowledge are
universal categories and philosophical laws (unity and "struggle" of opposites, negation-negation,
the transition of quantitative changes to qualitative). It is established that the basis of methodologi-
cal knowledge related to pedagogy is the knowledge about approaches and the skills of their ex-
pedient use in pedagogical practice.

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SOCIO-PEDAGOGICAL PREVENTION OF ADDICTIVE BEHAVIOR OF ADOLESCENTS

Abstract. The article analyzes the psychological and pedagogical literature on adolescent
addictive behavior problems. The essence and content of socio-pedagogical prevention of
addictive behavior are highlighted. The statistics of this problem are analyzed. The aspects of the
manifestation of addictive behavior and its prevention are revealed.

Based on the study of the practical experience of psychological and pedagogical care for
adolescents who are prone to addictive behavior, the main tasks of primary prevention include: 1)
help teenagers concentrate on solving their problem and realizing themselves as an active
member of society; 2) psychological "admission” of the adolescent, which will allow the student to
feel more comfortable, reduce mental stress and the level of crying attitude toward him; It is
expedient to divide the attitude towards the student's personality and the attitude towards his
actions; support for the positive qualities of the child, which will enable to create favorable
conditions for close interaction during the diagnosis of predisposition to addiction; 3) assessment of
the ability of a teenager to withstand reality without peculiar protective mechanisms such as
"escape into fantasy", "escape to illness", "escape into pessimism"; 4) Demonstrate, if necessary,
to a student some behavioral samples that has clear examples of self-control, ability to work on
himself and his mistakes.

It is established that among the functional responsibilities of the social teacher the most
important are the orientation of students to a healthy lifestyle; prevention of juvenile delinquency,
work with students of "risk groups”, etc. It is specified that in the process of studying the essence of
the preventive activity of a social teacher with addictive teenagers, one of the promising tasks is
the protection of the rights and interests of the adolescent and the mediatory activity in
communicating with the parents. It was found out that a social educator should orient the teenager
on active independent attempts to prevent addictive behavior and promote self-confidence.
