the content of training in terms of its humanization; general approach to education as a person-
activity; the form of training as an activity-task (. Zimnya); the creation of conditions aimed at the
disclosure and development of human abilities, its positive self-realization, which is based on
respect for the person, faith in it, the creation of conditions, content, organization and means of its
life, as well as the nature of interaction with other people (S. Ivanov) . The humanist orientation of
the teacher is interpreted as: the most important characteristic of pedagogical skill; the orientation
of the personality of the teacher is ideals, interests, values orientations (l.A. Zyazyun). The
development of the humanistic orientation of future specialists is facilitated by: the humanization of
the training process, the practice-oriented learning in classes on pedagogical disciplines, the study
of leading pedagogical experience, the use of innovative teaching methods. The humanistic
orientation of upbringing is not an innate personality trait, but is directly formed in the process of
active activity and is a synthesis of generalized sensory images that reflect the natural, social
phenomena in human life.

Abstract. Professional self-determination of a person is a complex and lengthy process of
searching for and practicing oneself in a profession. The main goal of professional self-
determination is determined. The purpose of the article is to reveal the basic concepts of readiness
for the professional self-determination of future teachers of elementary school in modern
psychological and pedagogical science.
