FUNDAMENTALIZATION OF THE GENERAL PROFESSIONAL PREPARATION OF THE
FUTURE FACTOR AS A PEDAGOGICAL PROBLEM

Abstract. The fundamentalization of the general professional training of the future
specialist as a pedagogical problem is considered. The concept of fundamentalization - as a
process of qualitative change of higher education on the basis of the principle of its
fundamentalism is revealed. Fundamental education implies an optimal combination of all the
branches of knowledge that constitute the integrity, which enhances the effect of fundamentalism.
The fundamentalization of vocational education as a new independent system is determined.
Fundamentalisation of professional education scientists based on the integration of fundamental
subject and professional concepts. Fundamentalisation of professional and general training of the
futurepecialist scientists are categorized as the quality of education and personality education and
define as a process of multivariate (nonlinear) interaction of subjects of the educational space, the
result of which is the formation of universal basic, general professional and professional
competencies, generalized ways of thinking, personality preparedness to future professional
activity, self-development and self-education "throughout life". The most important component of
the new educational paradigm is the concept of fundamentalization, the basis of which are: the
formation of the core of the system of invariant methodologically important knowledge of the
individual, providing the potential of its professional adaptability as the essence of the process of
fundamentalization; Continuous mathematical preparation as a means of fundamentalization of
various disciplines, forming the system approaches and the language of interdisciplinary
communication. The effectiveness of fundamentalisation of education is largely ensured by a
combination of the principles of fundamentalism, systemicity, integrity, and scientific.

Abstract. Modern European educational policy determines the correlation between economic
development of society and the level of professional competencies. The article deals with the
issues of the development of autonomous learning through the use of alternative assessment
strategies. Autonomous learning and self-development skills are important components of the
professional competence, which involve the ability to make key decisions, take responsibility for
the results of professional activity and carry out critical reflection. The author analyzes the results
of pedagogical observation, the purpose of which was to demonstrate the impact of self-
assessment and peer-assessment on the development of bachelor'sautonomous learning skills.
The results of the observation have proved that skills of critical reflection stimulate the
development of autonomous learning skills and contribute to the formation of critical thinking and
self-organization.
