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MAN AND SOCIETY: PECULIARITIES OF SOCIAL WORK WITH DISABLED PEOPLE
AND PEOPLE WITH SPECIAL NEEDS

Abstract. Describes the features of the complex mechanism of state social policy in
the context of the European discourse. The main attention is paid to the problem of social
adaptation of people with disabilities and people with special needs. Thus, social work with
people with special needs should be aimed at adaptation the public, not the person with
needs, to life in society.

Time of culture is the eternal theme of relations between traditions and the innova-
tion. That is why every historical epoch solved these issues its own way, covering the
whole range of cultural activities. According to Aristotle, the main «virtues» are wisdom,
prudence, justice. Philosopher Bertrand Russell among the most essential virtues pointed
out the optimism, courage (as the ability to defend your beliefs), and intelligence. At the
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present time the manifestations of spirituality in all its dimensions are beyond doubt. Toler-
ance, communication, justice, love of freedom can be the logical extension. Indian philos-
opher S. Grosh argued that spirituality in its essence is the awakening of the inner reality
of our creation, our soul, our inner desire to know, to feel and to identify oneself with it, get
in touch with a higher reality, merge with it, and as a consequence of this contact - to
transform our entire being into a new one, a new identity, a new nature. Aesthetic catego-
ries take special place in the culture of human coexistence. Harmony and measure, the
beautiful and the ugly, the elevated and the mean, the tragic and the comic, etc. — all of
these are moral models, without which the existence of any society is impossible. To live
without rules and be guided only by your own impulses is impossible for the public person,
because he is subject to laws, and this person carries that cultural code which unites the
community. These codes can be local or universal. Nowadays the urbanization is being
powerfully spread, provoking much cultural and psychological tension and stress, and
sometimes even conflicts. That is why the issues of social behavior norms, the aesthetic
preferences are becoming more and more frequent. To this end, there are rehabilitation
centers for people with disabilities, discussion clubs, schools for parents, community liai-
son offices and so on. They are all aimed at implementing the state policy to shape a
healthy lifestyle; stabilization of family relationships; prevention of conflicts, legal consult-
ing. The consideration together with external and internal resources in difficult life situa-
tions connected with the destinies of people with disabilities and people with special
needs.

Introduction.The presented material of educational nature is aimed at improving
the students’ awareness about social policy and social assistance to people with special
needs and people with disabilities, with the subsequent use of the gained experience in
practice. We also anticipate the learning goal: to teach to involve internal and external re-
sources in difficult life situations associated with the fate of people with disabilities and
people with special needs.

Analysis of recent researches and publications. In the context of specialists’
training in «social work» within the framework of the discipline «Ethnoculturology and fami-
ly household culture» [1; 2; 3] we suggest to consider the variants of the tasks called «Un-
broken spirit».

Purpose.The audience is invited to analyze tasks options under the common name
«Unbroken spirit» and to determine which «model» will be most appropriate in a particular
situation, as well as to find out what resources need to be involved to help families surviv-
ing in difficult everyday life.

Methods. It is also suggested to teach how to use external and internal resources
to resolve difficult life situations associated with the fate of disabled people and people
with special needs. With the help of a role-playing game, it is necessary to make a «help-
ing bag».

Results. The group of students is divided into four subgroups. Each group is given
two cards in which: 1) some life situation is described (the names of the characters have
been changed); 2) the «Help bag» is drawn. The task: one has to pick internal and exter-
nal resources to each concrete situation in order to solve the problem. Time to fulfill the
task — 20 minutes.

Situation 1.

As a consequence of careless weapon handling 42-years-old military man Zynovyi
received the neck injury. He lost the ability to move independently. Now he is 48. After the

injury he spent all the time inside or in the backyard of his house. His wife and his son
looked after him. The son got married and moved to the other city. Zynovyi and his wife
live on his disability pension and teacher’s salary.

Situation 2.

20-years-old Liudmyla has ICP diagnosis, and she is mobility challenged. She is a
late child; her mother had Liudmyla when she was 39. Liudmyla finished specialized
boarding school. She is fond of poetry, and writes her own poems. She lives with parents
who work. Her father came to you worried that his daughter has no friends and she is lone-
ly. Once he saw her poem about suicide.

Situation 3.

A single mother is raising a mentally handicapped 10-years-old daughter, without a
father and other members of the family. The woman has a successful academic career
and works hard to make for a living, and so she spends little time at home. The girl is
found as a learning-disabled child, she spends all the time at home, and every day is
scheduled with a stopwatch: the nurse controls healthy eating and keeping regular hours;
speech therapist, special education teacher, psychologist come every day to give classes.
But lately the mother started to notice that the girl is sad, she is crying every time her
mother leaves home, and does not make such progress as she used to before parting with
her father.

Situation 4.

Oles is 32 years old. When he was 30 he got married to Olesya, he was happy,

the wife got along with the mother-in-law very quickly. He was in an accident on his
own car. When he regained consciousness he could not move neither his legs nor his
arms. Spinal injury. Invalid’s wheel chair. The company found a new worker. Friends rarely
dropped in. But should one judge people for this? Six month after the accident the young
wife said she could not bear this. Mother was the only one who stayed. She keeps on say-
ing: «Have faith, son! You should not lose your faith! A person is alive as long as he has
faith!»

Discussion questions:

1. What model of assistance rendering for people with special needs and peo-
ple with disabilities exists in Ukraine nowadays?
2. Which model is the most suitable for Ukraine?
3. What resources should be involved to help these families find the way out of
these difficult situations?
Discussion. The core of the presented social models is the relationship of

an ordinary chain: person — society — person [4]. Its strength is realized when there is no
fear of emptiness between people with special needs, people with disabilities and society;
when all necessary conditions for the adaptation in «living standards» are created; when
the opportunities for self-actualization are wide open despite limited capacity.
