FORMATION OF READINESS OF FUTURE COACHES-INSTRUCTORS OF
ROWING FOR PROFESSIONAL ACTIVITY IN VARIOUS HIGHER EDUCATION
INSTITUTIONS OF UKRAINE

Abstract. The authors carried out a theoretical analysis of psychological and
pedagogical literature on the identified problem. The source of the theoretical research
was the works of the leading scientists in the field of pedagogy, modern thesis researches,
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scientific collections, periodicals and biographies. The authors found that the future coach-
instructor after graduating from higher education institution should master knowledge
about the main historical stages, directions and problems of the development of physical
culture and sports, as an organic part of the social system and the common human
culture; social functions of physical culture and sport in modern society; political, social,
economic, legal, ethical, aesthetic, psychological and pedagogical aspects of modern
physical culture and sports activities; basic laws of development of nature and all spheres
of activity; human nature, role of personality in the historical process and social relations,
typical for modern civilization; Ukrainian and foreign language at the level that provides
communication with people and paperwork management.

In order to clarify some of the peculiarities of the formation of the readiness of a
coach-instructor of rowing for future professional activities, the polling of 102 students of
higher educational institutions of Ukraine, namely, National Pedagogical University named
after M. Drahomanov, Lviv State University of Physical Culture, Vinnytsia State
Pedagogical University named after Mykhailo Kotsiubynskyi, Zaporizhya National
University, Petro Mohyla Black Sea National University, Volyn National University of Lesia
Ukrainka, Kharkiv State Academy of Physical Culture, Prydniprovsk State Academy of
Physical Culture and Sports, was carried out.

The authors found that 78.43% of the students fully consider it necessary to carry out
training of future coaches-instructors in the higher educational institutions of Ukraine for
professional activity, 11.76% of students - consider it partly necessary, 5.88% - consider it
necessary, 3.92% of the students are undecided among 102 respondents. 15.69% of the
students consider themselves totally personally trained as coaches-instructors, 62.75 % -
partly trained, 9.80% - non-trained, 11.76% of respondents are undecided. 24,51% of the
students were completely satisfied with the available learning and teaching support
material required for future professional activity as a coach-instructor, 52,94% - partially
satisfied, 14,71% - unsatisfied, 7,84% are undecided. 25,49% of the students have
knowledge about the types of activity that a coach-instructor should do, 60,78% - have, but
not enough, 7,84% - do not have, 5,88% are undecided. 20,59% of the students have
knowledge about the qualification categories assigned to coaches-instructors, 50,98% -
have, but not enough, 24,51% - do not have, 3,92% are undecided. 34,31% of the
students have knowledge about the essence, purpose, task and content of the
professional activity of the coach-instructor, 47,06% - have, but not enough, 7,84% - do
not have, 10,78% - are undecided.

Thus, based on the analysis of the results of the answers of the interviewed students
of higher educational institutions of Ukraine, it was revealed that the overwhelming
majority (47.06%) of respondents does not have enough knowledge about the essence,
purpose, tasks and content of the professional activity of the coach-instructor of rowing.

The authors determined that in the process of preparation of a coach-instructor of
rowing for the future professional activity in higher educational institutions, the individual
gualities such as independence, responsibility, ability to adapt to changes in the external
environment, should be formed. We believe that these issues may be resolved by creation
of a mechanism for the formation and development of these qualities in students, as well
as the construction of an appropriate team of teachers who can implement this mechanism
together with future coaches-instructors.

We believe that the further research should be dedicated to the study and
clarification of other aspects of forming the coach-instructor's readiness for future
professional activity.
