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MOTIVATION OF STUDENTS TO LEARN

Abstract. The article deals with the study of students’ motivation in institutions of
higher education in order to identify the dominant. For this purpose, all motives of educa-
tional activity are divided into cognitive and social. The survey was conducted using the
methodology for studying the motives of educational activities (modification by A. Rean, V.
Yakunin). It has shown that in the system of training of future forestry experts the following
cognitive motives are dominant: "to become a highly qualified specialist”, "to get deep and
solid knowledge", "to ensure success in future professional activities". Among the social
ones, the motives "to receive a diploma", "to receive a scholarship on a permanent basis",
"to obtain the approval of parents and others" are often called. Such motives as "to keep
up with classmates", "to fulfill pedagogical requirements”, "to be an example for class-
mates”, "to avoid condemnation and punishment for bad learning”, were chosen quite rare-
ly. Students in 1, 3 and 4 courses have a cognitive motivation prevailing. Students of the
2nd course among the important for them motives named 2 cognitive and 2 social. How-
ever, the social motive "to receive a diploma" had the first rank. Prospects for further re-
search we see in the development of a methodology for effectively forming the motivation
of students' educational activities.

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Abstract. The article examines the psychological aspects of learning a foreign lan-
guage at an early age. The features of cognitive processes of young learners’ develop-
ment are determined. The role of educators and parents in shaping favourable conditions

for personal development is emphasized.

Key words: psychological aspect, cognitive processes, early age, foreign language.

Introduction. Today, the question
of studying foreign languages is relevant
in Ukraine. Being on the way to European
integration, knowledge of a foreign lan-
guage is one of the most important condi-
tions for the implementation of Ukraine to
this process. The importance of investi-
gating psychological aspects of learning a
foreign language in kindergartens and
primary schoosl is determined by dissatis-
faction with the level of first-year students’
preparation, and since the period of 6-7
years old is considered to be the most
favourable for mastering a foreign lan-
guage [4], it is necessary to identify con-
ditions that enhance the effectiveness of
the educational process in this context.

Analysis of recent researches
and publications. In general terms re-
search studies do not support the idea
that children are “sponges” when learning
a second / foreign language, at least, as
far as rate of achievement is concerned.
However, teachers and researchers re-
port that young children present very pos-
itive attitudes towards learning foreign
languages and are very motivated (Blon-
din et al, 1998; Burstall, 1975; Cenoz &
Lindsay, 1994; Clyne et al., 1995; Donato
et al., 2000; Hawkins, 1996; Hurrell &
Satchwell, 1996; Johnstone, 1996; Ni-
kolov, 1999; Satchwell, 1996; Teachner,
1991). Young learners could be motivated
because the teaching methodology used
in kindergartens and primary schools fo-
cuses on communicative skills rather than

on the formal structures of the language
[5, p. 70]. Young learners could also pre-
sent more positive attitudes and be more
motivated because of their general posi-
tive attitude towards learning, as opposed
to the rejection of the school system typi-
cally associated wth older learners.

The purpose of this research is to
identify the psychological features of
learning a foreign language at an early
age and the conditions that increase the
effectiveness of this process.

The methods of investigation are
the following: the studying and critical
analysis of the literature on the problem;
methods of deduction and synthesis.

Results. Young learners are wide-
ly perceived to acquire languages in a
gualitatively different way from adoles-
cents and adults. Young learners before a
certain age seem to pick up a new lan-
guage with ease and success, whereas
older learners often fail to do so [7, p. 2].
Cognitive and psycholinguistic research
on second language learning focuses on
the development of knowledge and know-
how built from meaningful, continuous
practice. According to cognitive accounts,
early stages of second language compre-
hension and production rely strongly on
simplification, transfer from first language,
and overgenerelization as knowledge ac-
cumulates and is restructed through hy-
pothesis formation and testing. Backslid-
ing and sudden burst of rapid progress
are also a part of the process. First and
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
