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The article examines the theoretical and practical issues in determining the guilt of legal entities as the main characteristic of the subjective aspect of administrative offences in the sphere of nature.
A legal person, the guilt of the legal person, administrative responsibility for offences in the sphere of nature.

The development of market relations in Ukraine is impossible without activation of socio-economic processes, development of various forms of ownership, de-monopolization, a large number of economic entities, natural persons-entrepreneurs and legal entities (enterprises) as the indicator of economic development, whose main objective is to achieve economic and social outcomes and profit.
Business entities in Ukraine, carrying out economic activity in the sphere of nature quite often neglected resources of nature and predominantly consumer attitude towards them. The number of administrative offences committed by legal entities, each year increasing from year to year. Under such conditions, protection of the rights and freedoms of citizens, property, the constitutional system of Ukraine, the rights and legitimate interests of enterprises, institutions and organizations, established the rule of law, strengthening the rule of law, crime prevention, education of citizens in the spirit of exact and strict observance of the Constitution and laws of Ukraine, respect for the rights, honor and dignity of other citizens, to the rules of the hostel, honest performance of their duties, responsibility to society become the main tasks of the state. 
The problem of attracting legal persons to administrative responsibility lies, in particular in the proof of fault. Business entities in Ukraine through economic activities interact with nature in one way or another affect the environment and its resources. Often this influence is quite harmful for the natural resources and the environment and to the person whose life, health and well-being directly depends on the state of natural environment. When this entity primarily guided by its own economic interests, ignoring the right of nature to heal itself. A separate problem is the guilt of a legal entity, as the subjective side of crime to be able to attract her to administrative liability for offences in the sphere of nature.
The study of this problem was studied by such scholars as: D. Bahrah, A. Kolbasov, D. Lukyanets, S. Shemshuchenko, and some others.
The aim of the article is to highlight the concept of guilt legal entities as the main characteristic of the subjective aspect of administrative offences in the sphere of use and protection of natural resources.
Legal entity depends on the actions of their employees, so the guilt of a legal entity should be considered as a link with the guilt of her job violence. In turn, the officer should be aware of the wrongful nature of activities of a legal entity and that these actions are the result of his own actions. And therefore to determine the guilt of a legal entity is important that there is to be no assessment of the actions of individuals, which is part of the legal entity, and assessment of how the actions of individuals affect the actions of the legal entity and the nature of such action.
A legal person is found guilty of committing an administrative offence in the sphere of nature, if it is determined that the officer acted as the representative of the legal person or endowed with representative powers or the authority to make decisions, committed an offence in the sphere of nature in the interests of the legal entity. She has had the opportunity to observe the rules, but were not taken all the measures that depended on it, which resulted in the violation of environmental regulations providing for administrative responsibility.
So, given all the above, we propose the following definition of guilt of a legal entity for committing offences in the sphere when the deposits as a mental attitude of personnel (staff) legal entity before making her offences in the sphere of nature, which makes pricingaltace the connection between her actions and the consequences.
