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A certain part of high quality animals in Ukraine does not have breeding  status due to the imperfection of the legal provision of the breeding affairs, which hinders the development of the livestock sector.
The purpose of the work is to investigate the legal grounds for recognizing an animal in the status of pedigree animal, to establish gaps in the current legislation in the sphere of granting animals the status of breeding animals and to develop proposals for their elimination.
The system-structural, comparative-legal and formal-legal methods of research were used in the work.
Regulation of relations in a breeding affairs is provided by a system of rules built on the basis of the integration of several branches of law. The basic law in the sphere of breeding affairs in livestock is the Law of Ukraine "On Breeding Affairs in Livestock", which defines general provisions in this sphere. However, as practice shows, some types of relationships in livestock farming remain unregulated.

Thus, a pedigree is defined by an animal - pure-breed or derived from an approved breeding program that is registered in the state books of pedigree animals and has a breeding (genetic) value and can be used in the breeding process in accordance with breeding programs.
Animals acquire pedigree status only when the enterprises where they are raised and used are registered in the State Register of breeding subjects according to the established procedure. 
At the same time, in Ukraine there are owners of high-quality pedigree animals that can not be recognized as subjects of the breeding affairs in accordance with the requirements of the current legislation.
Proceeding from the legally determined list of subjects of the breeding affairs and requirements regarding quantitative and qualitative indicators of herd productivity and production and activities for the status of a breeding farm, not all enterprises having and breeding pedigree animals may acquire the status of breeding. Thus, the minimum number of cows for enterprises applying for the status of a breeding plant is 100 heads. Therefore, when an enterprise has a slightly smaller number of animals, it will not have status of a breeding plant.
When acquiring a group of pure-breeding animals of foreign breeding certified by certificates of the world-known breed associations, but according to the legal definition of "breeding animal" in the Law "On Breeding Affairs in Livestock", such animals can not be recognized breeding animal.
A comprehensive and comprehensive study of the problems of identifying breeding animals, depending on the status of breeding companies, has not been carried out in Ukraine at present.
It should be noted that the main provisions of the Law of Ukraine " On Breeding Affairs in Livestock  were borrowed from the Soviet legislation and focused on the forms of management and size of enterprises, typical for the command and control system. For this reason, the system for determining and providing breeding status to livestock enterprises does not meet current requirements. Its main disadvantage is that the vast majority of types of work on a breeding affair relate directly to the enterprise itself.

To solve these problematic issues is proposed to introduce amendments to Article 1 of the Law "On Breeding Affairs in Livestock" and to the “Procedure for the Approval of the Appropriate Status for the Subject of Breeding Affairs in Livestock” (Order of the Ministry of Agrarian Policy and Food of Ukraine dated June 19, 2015, No. 234.
Scientifically substantiated proposals on elimination of legal obstacles in expanding the range of subjects of the breeding business have been developed in order to attract a larger array of animals to the cause of qualitative improvement of the existing livestock.
