At the same time we represent a single ideological proposal on how to solve these problems.

In the work presented Brief project creation of the first model to Garden Improvement nutrition, health, quality of life and saving agrobiodiversity. The garden has a multifunctional use. First of all, they allow to preserve the gene pool of various species, as well as in combination with apitherapy can help to many people recover with nature. The gardens can make a significant contribution to the knowledge of many original and old local varieties, as well as lesser known species and their distribution and use, thus ensuring the preservation of agricultural biodiversity.
