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STUDENTS' INDEPENDENT WORK - THE KEY TO CONTINUING EDUCATION OF FUTURE SPECIALISTS

The article presents data on the usefulness of individual tasks in the organization of independent work. Found that the intensification of the educational process in the course of the study subjects infectious cycle to stimulate systematic independent work of students through the use of individual tasks and increase their motivation to acquire knowledge and skills.

The aim - to study the feasibility of using individual tasks in the organization of independent work.
Material and methods of research. To solve the goal used empirical method of research: monitoring the activities of students in the course of self-study , questionnaires , interviews with students , analysis of the curriculum. To survey attracted 64 third-year students of the Faculty of Veterinary Medicine PDAA and processing of results performed statistical method .
Results. Veterinary Virology - normative discipline , which belongs to the cycle of professional and practical training of students of educational qualification of "Bachelor" . As a result of the course students should have a clear idea of ​​the physical and chemical structure of the virus , the specificity of their reproduction, to know the modern taxonomic classification understand the pathogenesis of viral infections , especially methods of antiviral immunity and virological studies .
Therefore, for better perception of the material we use educational films and videos of diagnostic virology institutions that characterize modern virology research. Viewing these materials is accompanied by commentary students pre- processed material and are able to answer the teacher and classmates questions.
Also effective form of self-study students have individual tasks - in-depth and extensive coverage of practical issues related to the diagnosis of viral infections. In preparation for the task, students learn to work independently with literary sources, thereby increasing the level of training and independent thinking. The result is a self-study report or presentation is shown in laboratory work. Students in the course of discussions, debates solve tasks based on their own separate developments.

The teacher should create conditions for independent work , provide advice to direct the work and assess their performance .



Conclusions
