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ATTITUDE OF O.I.KANDYBA (O.OLES’) TO THE REVOLUTIONARY EVEN OF 1905 AND 1917-1919

We represent for the first time data concerning attitude of mind of the veteri-nary doctor, poet and public figure A.U.Kandyba (O.Oles) to the revolutionary events in Russia (1905, 1917–1919).

O.Oles, war, student, Central Rada, Dyrectory.

Student O.Kandyba met year 1905 with great enthusiasm - it's been a year of revolutionary events.

The revolutionary events of 1905 particularly inspired students of veterinary institutions. Model for them was revolutionary M.E.Bauman, graduate of Kazan Veterinary Institute, which in 1905 was killed in Moscow (his name was given Moscow Higher Technical School). Funeral of M.E.Bauman shook not only the students of Moscow but the whole Russia.

Students of Kharkov, Kazan, Warsaw veterinary institutes joined the revolutionary events. The imperial government responded to this extraordinary action - all these institutions in 1905-1906 were closed.

Appeals of O.Olesya were respected during the revolutionary events  especially in Ukraine. Thus, the delegation of society "Osvita" from the village Krasnosilka Chernihiv region came to Kyiv, that was written about:

"... Two months ago at the initiative of higher primary school instructor Mr. Lytvyn started very active and productive society Oles’ and society "Osvita" Mikola Voroniy’s that are intended to carry out cultural and organizational work not only in villages but also in the vicinity. " ("Tribuna", 1918 - 26 December)

State dramatic theater in the city. Kiev planned for 1919 staging O.Oles’ "On the way to the tale".(“Po dorozi v kazku”).

So O.Oles unlike other artists words, actively respond to daily events in the life of Ukraine.
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
