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Yak, goat and sheep farming in terms of Buryatia give maximum output at the lowest cost of labor and resources. In this regard, special importance is the reproduction of these species. Knowledge of the development and structure of the reproductive organs of animals is necessary to improve technology content and reproduction of domestic yaks, goats and sheep breed buubey.

In the scientific literature contains numerous reports devoted to the study of the morphology and physiology of the genital organs of other species of farm animals [1, 2, 3, 4, 5]. However, scientific data on the morphology of the organs of yaks, goats and sheep breed buubey woefully inadequate, they are highly fragmented and do not represent the full picture of the development of the studied organs.

The purpose of research - to study comparative anatomical and morphometric parameters of female genitals domestic yaks, goats and sheep breed buubey.

Material and methods of research. The material for the study were ovaries jajtceprovoda, uterus, obtained from adult animals. Material obtained from private households Oka, Zakamensky, Dzhida, Ivolginsky and Selenga areas of the Republic of Buryatia from clinically healthy animals.

In the study of the anatomical features of the genital organs used conventional methods. Topography of describing directly into the pelvic cavity excavated animals. The whole of the material was fixed in a 10% neutral formalin solution, and then measured their weights are linearly. For histological analysis the ovaries pieces jajtceprovoda from the middle part, and middle portions of the pieces of hornsIn this article we consider findings of investigation of comparative anatomy and morphometric signatures of domestic yak’s, goat’s and “buubai” sheep’s ovaries, ovi-ducts and uterus. Investigated organs have specific characteristics, common for ruminant.
