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Favorite thing Yuri Fedorovich was a museum. Decoration of the museum are many exhibits, including the skull of a woolly rhinoceros; the skeleton of a monkey and a stuffed tiger made Yu.F.Yudichevym (1972, 1979). Museum of the department each year updated work students, graduate students and applicants. Recent years, the museum business successfully developed at the Department of Cytology, Histology and Embryology, which in 2009 created the office of Professor A.E.Efimova Museum (scientific advisers: Professor AJ Ryabikov and assistant professor Taskaev II, curator: Professor Semchenko VV), containing antique furniture educational, scientific instruments, educational literature of the late XIX and early XX century, personal belongings of the professor A.E.Efimova. Formed permanent exhibitions histological equipment, cameras, microscopes, photographic enlargers and exhibition of author's works of the famous Russian photo-A.P.Bezborodova "Nature of Siberia."

Thus, the analysis of the results of scientific research morphology historical perspective shows that basic research needed to solve urgent problems of morphology, Veterinary Medicine and conducted in the departments of the morphological profile of the Institute of Veterinary Medicine and Biotechnology Omsk State Agrarian University in conjunction with the clinical departments and in combination with laboratory histology and electron microscopy, the All-Russian Research Institute of brucellosis and tuberculosis animals RAAS (Omsk), continuing that allows you to save and improve the methodological orientation of our teachers.
