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MODERNIZATION OF THE CLASSIFICATION OF UVEITIS IN HORSES

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The results of the work to improve the classification of uveitis in horses.


Eye disease in horses, uveitis, uveitis classification .


Aim - to improve the classification of uveitis in horses.
Research results and discussion. In the classification of uveitis anatomical basis for offering distinguished:
anterior uveitis - inflammation is localized mainly in the anterior vascular tract - the iris and tsiliarnomu body, and in the anterior chamber of the eye.
posterior uveitis - inflammation predominantly posterior vascular tract - the retina and choroid. This uveitis often diagnosed in horses racing and warm-blooded European breeds;
panuveyit - inflammation of all parts of the vascular tract.

Uveitis can develop in one eye - unilateral uveitis, which is often the result of local infectious processes, and can affect both eyes at once - bilateral uveitis.
Depending on the type of inflammation, we propose to distinguish nehranulomatoznyy and hranulomatoznyy and mixed uveitis.
Most veterinary ophthalmologists determine uveitis as polyetiological disease as etiological factors that cause uveitis, we propose to divide into two groups:
 Exogenous is a different species of bacteria, fungi, and other foreign simpler substrates that enter the eye from the outside in:

а) penetrating injuries
b) A perforated ulcer of the cornea;
c) kontuziynyh injuries
d) Chemical injuries of the eye membranes acids or alkalis;
d) If allergic agents (such as pollen).
endogenous - etiological factor is within the body of the horse and metastasizes from other affected organs and tissues of the eye by:
a) an infectious process.
b) immune conflict in the tissues of the eye (uveitis by fakohenoho);
c) immune disorders in a variety of diseases.
Also uveitis can be divided into primary, which develop on the background of common diseases of the body of the horse, and secondary, which are complications of eye disease.
Depending on the specific etiological factors and possible mechanisms of uveitis in horses, we propose to distinguish:
· infectious and infectious-allergic uveitis: viral, bacterial, chlamydial, parasitic, fungal,
· not infectious uveitis with allergic allergies (atopy)
· uveitis associated with systemic syndrome and diseases - diseases of immune complexes by diffuse lesions of connective tissue;
· uveitis in other pathological conditions
· posttraumatic (exogenous) uveitis
· uveitis of unknown etiology (idiopathic uveitis).
According to our observations uveitis in horses may begin acutely or hidden, as all cases of uveitis in horses offer divided into typical and atypical.
· Typical, or "classic case" of uveitis is the most common and are characterized by active inflammation in the eye.
· The initial episode of uveitis occurs in the horse as an acute intraocular inflammation, and if conducted appropriate treatment, it may end in complete recovery.
· Recurrent uveitis, depending on the frequency of exacerbations propose to distribute the often recurrent and often recurrent.

Stages of Development HANDS offer differentiated as follows:
- The acute stage (acute HANDS course)
- Resting stage (remission or subacute HAND) 
- Final stage
Custom cases or "hidden cases" uveitis characterized by small (little) persistent intraocular inflammation, which is not shown clinical signs outside without causing discomfort to the horse, and leads to the degeneration of the eye structures and display features characteristic of chronicity hands. Such cases of uveitis more common in warm-blooded horses and sporting breeds Appaloosa.
