Echinococcosis fever - a disease that causes significant economic losses to livestock , and is a significant danger to mankind.						The disease has gained worldwide distribution . The leading value in its dissemination are wild animals and Synanthropic . The disease has a chronic course , reduces the productivity of animals , causing growth retardation and their physiological development, and resistance to other diseases. Without timely diagnosis and treatment of the disease can lead to fatal consequences.
Echinococcosis is considered the most dangerous of zoonotic diseases in Romania, according to statistics holds primacy in the list of European countries by the disease. The prevalence of the disease among cattle Romania during 1983-1994 years was 43.6 % in sheep ranged from 24.3 to 31.2 % and pigs - from 20.4 to 73.8 %. According to research R. Neghina, the death rate in the period 1979-1988 years was 6.03 %. 						Ehinokokozna infestation is common in Ukraine. Invazuvannya pigs was 1.6% in meat processing enterprises - 1.3%, agricultural markets - 2.3%. With respect to the research, the list of disadvantaged areas owned Chernihiv, Khmelnytsky, Sumy, Zhytomyr, Kyiv, Vinnitsa, Odessa region. As invazuvannya pig runs in a loop "dog-pig" to improve the epizootic situation and prevent unforeseen consequences should break this chain through systematic prevention measures intermediate hosts
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
