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The article represents data concerning history of livestock development and medical affairs of the Cossacks.
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During hetmanship of Bohdan Khmelnytsky Cossacks obeyed most of the lands on the right and left banks of the Dnieper. Cossack’s liberty (property - 8 million acres) were between the Dnieper and Bug, which equaled the territory of modern Bulgaria, Hungary and Portugal combined. [1].
The bulk of the revenue received from livestock [3].
The Cossacks had their own stud farms, which were located near Inhulets, Bug, Great Meadows. Unlimited steppe covered summer juicy and thick grass, creating favorable conditions for breeding. According to Englishman Klavdius Roido in Sich was not a Cossack, who would not have 10 or 20 horses. [3].
Considerable attention Cossacks had paid to the breeding of cattle. Distinctive widespread Cherkassy and Grey Ukrainian breed. The latest breed origins from the wild aurochs.
In the plains big amount of cattle had been grazing. Each of Cossack winter homes had several hundreds, thousands, even tens of thousands of heads of animals. Often the legal costs Cossack paid with cattle.
Together with horses and cattle, the Cossacks valued sheep breeding. In winter houses were 4-5 thousand sheep, mostly Wallachian breed.
Ataman Kalnyshevskiy only in one winter hous had 68 horses, 747 cattle, 14 thousand sheep and goats. About 14 thousand cattle had the scribe Globa. Veterinary medicine specialists have a special uniform and it stood out from the rest of the Cossacks. D.Yavornytskiy noted that this unique type of people who stand out for its originality among the Cossacks and Cossack officers: "They tied leather belt and hanged leather purse over the shoulder decorated with copper, silver and gold sequins, buttons. In purse wore steel, flint and sponge in case, and at the belt necessarily tied awl and lozhkar." [4].
Yavornytskiy D. was not aware that all countries at the time, veterinary and medical experts wore special uniform, it was a sign of belonging to a particular craft. A side hung not awl and Trocar and spoon was necessary not only for food, but as a measuring tool.
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
