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AGE-RELATED CHANGES MORPHOMETRIC PARAMETERS OF THYMUS DUCKLINGS

Conducted research confirmed that the thymus ducklings no intermediate part and does not go chest-abdomen and represented only right and left cervical parts. They are located in the back third of the neck under the superficial fascia along the dorso-lateral surface of the trachea [3, 7, 8]. Cranial end parts of the thymus is at 9.12 cervical vertebrae, and the caudal end - bordered by mizhklyuchychnym pneumatic bag. The lateral surface of each of the thymus covered with superficial fascia and the medial - adjacent to the neurovascular bundle and neck muscles, separated from their deep fascia.

Each of the thymus consists of 3-6 particles, which are connected by loose connective tissue. The particles are predominantly oval-elongated, round and oval-rounded.

Length and width of particles ranging 4 × 2 mm, 3 mm × 5, 4 × 3 mm and gradually increases with age ducklings.

Indicators of absolute and relative thymus weight parts are different and vary with age ducklings .

Absolute and relative mass of the left side of the thymus, except for the 5 daily ducklings, slightly higher than the right. Thus, the absolute weight of both parts of the thymus in the first 15 days of life increased almost 10 times, and the relative weight of the right - at 0.25% and left - at 0.31%. They increase with increasing age of the bird. The increase in absolute thymus weight parts is uneven. Most intensive increase of this index is in ducklings from 10 to 15 days (almost 2.5 times). The relative weight of the thymus parts also changes unevenly. Most intensive it is growing ducklings in age from 5 to 10 days (right of 0.11%, the left - 0.15%).We determine variation both the absolute and relative weights of thymus in ducklings 1 to 15 days old. Morphometric parameters of left part of thymus were evaluated to be larger than right part. Weight increase of thymus parts was irregular and age-dependent.
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
